Authors of papers presented at the annual International Conference on Information Fusion are strongly encouraged to consider submitting their papers to JAIF.  However, at the time of submission to JAIF, authors must declare any previous publication (or journal submission) that includes more than 25% of the material in the paper.  Authors must affirm that no more than 25% of the material of their manuscript has been published previously in a journal or under consideration for publication by another journal.
